General Information

GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION, NATURE, CLIMATE

Kurumkansky district is one of the northern districts of Buryatia.
It borders with Severobaikalsk, Bauntovsky and Barguzinsky
districts. The distance from the capital of Buryatiais about 411 km.
In the west the borderline of the Barguzinsky National Park runs
along the watershed of Barguzinsky Ridge. The district occupies
the upper part of the Barguzinsky intermountain basin, which is
bordered by the Barguzinsky and Ikatsksky Ranges.

Width of the valley is 30-40 km, the length of more than 200
km. Variety and contrast of the landscapes of the valley, adense
representation types latitudinal zones and altitudinal zonation
is also a kind of attractive side edges. The climate is extreme
continental: winters harsh dry frost and little snow, the duration
of the winter season 140-150 days, windy spring, almost no
precipitation.summers are short, hot, with heavy rainfall in late
July and August.Autumn as arule is warm and long. The hottest
month is July (+26), the coldest - January (-25). The absolute
maximum temperature is +40, the absolute minimum of -50.

Maximum humidity of 75-80% in November - January and
the minimum 40-50% in April - May. Annual rainfall does not
exceed 200-250 mm, the basic number occurs at the end of the
summer.
